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Introduction
We all have ‘stories’ to tell.  Scotland has a long tradition of oral storytelling, but how can you best engage children in both telling and listening to stories.

The course is aimed at sessional and volunteer children’s workers who are looking to use storytelling as a means to improve children’s self confidence and creative abilities.

Content
